PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR

Wayne Zimmer, Katherine Street, addressed the chair commenting on Mr. John Zobel’s recent
passing. He also mentioned that drivers are going through the light on Public Square and
stopping past the first section of the intersection. He also mentioned that there is a 2” drop in the
sidewalk in the 1900 block of Franklin Street.

Council Member Burns remarked that she should have mentioned Mr. Zobel’s passing as he was
a great contributor to the City.

Laura Oakes, North County Arts Council, presented the three designs that had been selected by
the committee from 18 submissions.

Council Member Burns asked about the original design by the architect and what the original
intent was.

Council Member Macaluso remarked that the public wanted something done and therefore, the
artist group proposed putting art work on the fountain.

Council Member Butler responded that the public hasn’t had much input. He noticed that it
needed painting and brought the subject up at a Council meeting. He commented that he had
wanted to see artwork of a historical significance on the three sides.
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Council Member Burns commented that it has now been painted by City crews and looks better
than it did. She thanked Council Member Butler for bringing this to Council’s attention and
commented that this is not a rush situation. Therefore, she asked if it would be possible for the
entire Council to look at all of the submissions.

After discussions, Council asked that all of the submissions be made available for Council
review.

Council Member Smith thanked the Arts Council for coming forth. He commented that he liked
Design B, but was willing to look at the others. He asked if the designs could be emailed to
Council.

Mrs. Oakes will do so. They will also be on display in a place to be determined.

Mayor Graham echoed Council Member Smith’s appreciation to the Arts Council.

Council Member Butler asked if children’s art was considered.

It was explained that the information had been sent to all the art teachers for K-12 in the tri-

county area.

Discussion was held prior to the first vote on the resolution.



Mayor Graham remarked that this is not a fair method and he wondered how the other
municipalities determined time worked for the elected officials. He stated that he disagrees with
what the State Comptroller is trying to do and he would not support it.

Council Member Butler asked how the formula was calculated.

Mrs. Corriveau explained how the State instructed it to be done.

Council Member Macaluso remarked that she didn’t write down everything she did for Council.
She remarked that she didn’t think to include phone calls.

Council Member Smith remarked that he agreed with Council Member Macalso, as did Council
Member Burns.

Mayor Graham remarked that he doesn’t feel that this reflects the contributions of his colleagues.

Council Member Butler remarked that while he agrees with what other members are saying, the
resolution is not asking to vote on their performance.

Mayor Graham remarked that this came late to Council.
Mrs. Corriveau advised that it came to Council in the time frame set by the state, in February,
and we are now nearing the end of the time frame. She commented that her concern is that by

not voting for this, it may jeopardize two members for retirement.

Mrs. Corriveau reviewed the requirements and informed Council that they can submit a new
record for another 3 month period.

Attorney Slye advised that Council almost has to pass the resolution, to make sure that these two
members are in the system.

Following discussion, Council Member Butler asked that this resolution be brought back up for
another vote. Council Member Burns seconded the request and Council concurred.

INTRODUCED BY COUNCIL MEMBER JOSEPH M. BUTLER, JR.

WHEREAS the City Council approved and Agreement for Professional Services for the
environmental investigations on Sewall’s Island with Lu Engineers on February 20, 2007, and
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WHEREAS the fee for the services described in the Agreement was limited by the
Environmental Restoration Program Grant obtained from the State of New York for the project
and the required local match, and

WHEREAS Interim Remedial Measures have been undertaken through the Agreement
which exceed the money available from the Environmental Restoration Program Grant, and

WHEREAS additional funds are available for Brownfield investigations from the City’s
U.S. Environmental Protection Agency Brownfield Pilot Grant,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council approves amending the
Agreement for Professional Services with Lu Engineers to increase the fee to no more than
$740,151, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Manager, Mary M. Corriveau, is hereby
authorized and directed to execute the amendment on behalf of the City Council.

SECONDED BY COUNCIL MEMBER TERESA R. MACALUSO AND CARRIED
WITHALL VOTING YEA

Prior to the vote on the foregoing resolution, Council Member Butler asked about the breakdown
and source of what has been spent to date.

Mr. Mix explained that when the project was started, they didn’t anticipate doing any cleanup.
However, they realized that they could under the IRM’s. To accomplish the cleanup, all of the
money available in the EPA grant ($178,951) was used for the investigation, leaving more ERP
funds available for cleanup. The contract with Lu Engineers still reflects only the ERP grant and
$56,800 from the EPA grant and needs to be amended to include all of the remaining EPA grant.

Council Member Butler commented that Council had already passed a resolution for $618,000
and asked if this shouldn’t have been being discussed before now.

Mr. Mix stated that it should have. When he took over the folder, he realized that it hadn’t been
done.

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ORDINANCES

INTRODUCED BY COUNCIL MEMBER JEFFREY M. SMITH

WHEREAS, all conditions precedent to the financing of the class of objects or purposes
hereinafter described, including compliance with the provisions of the State Environmental
Quality Review Act to the extent required, have been performed; and

WHEREAS, it is now desired to authorize the issuance of bonds of said City to finance
costs of said class of objects or purposes; NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Council of the City of Watertown, Jefferson County, New
York, as follows:

Section 1. For the class of objects or purposes of paying costs of the construction or
reconstruction of sidewalks in Special Assessment District No. 6 within the City of Watertown,
Jefferson County, New York, including incidental expenses in connection therewith, there are
hereby authorized to be issued $50,000 bonds of said City pursuant to the provisions of the Local
Finance Law.

Section 2. It is hereby determined that the estimated maximum cost of the aforesaid class of
objects or purposes is $50,000 and that the plan for the financing thereof is by the issuance of the
additional $50,000 bonds of said City authorized to be issued pursuant to this bond ordinance;
provided, however, that the amount of bonds ultimately to be issued will be reduced by the
amount of any State or Federal aid or any other revenue received by the City from other sources
for such class of objects or purposes.

Section 3. It is hereby determined that the period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid
class of objects or purposes is ten years, pursuant to subdivision 24 of paragraph a of Section
11.00 of the Local Finance Law.

Section 4. Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize the
issuance of and to sell bond anticipation notes in anticipation of the issuance and sale of the
bonds herein authorized, including renewals of such notes, is hereby delegated to the City
Comptroller, the chief fiscal officer. Such notes shall be of such terms, form and contents, and
shall be sold in such manner, as may be prescribed by said City Comptroller, consistent with the
provisions of the Local Finance Law.

Section 5. The faith and credit of said City of Watertown, Jefferson County, New York, are
hereby irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal of and interest on such obligations as
the same respectively become due and payable. An annual appropriation shall be made in each
year sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations becoming due and payable
in such year. There shall annually be levied on all the taxable real property of said City, a tax
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sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations as the same become due and
payable.

Section 6. Such bonds shall be in fully registered form and shall be signed in the name of the
City of Watertown, Jefferson County, New York, by the manual or facsimile signature of the
City Comptroller and a facsimile of its corporate seal shall be imprinted thereon and may be
attested by the manual or facsimile signature of the City Clerk.

Section 7. The powers and duties of advertising such bonds for sale, conducting the sale and
awarding the bonds, are hereby delegated to the City Comptroller, who shall advertise such
bonds for sale, conduct the sale, and award the bonds in such manner as he shall deem best

for the interests of the City, provided, however, that in the exercise of these delegated powers, he
shall comply fully with the provisions of the Local Finance Law and any order or rule of the
State Comptroller applicable to the sale of municipal bonds. The receipt of the City Comptroller
shall be a full acquittance to the purchaser of such bonds, who shall not be obliged to see to the
application of the purchase money.

Section 8. All other matters, except as provided herein relating to such bonds, including
determining whether to issue such bonds having substantially level or declining annual debt
service and all matters related thereto, prescribing whether manual or facsimile signatures shall
appear on said bonds, prescribing the method for the recording of ownership of said bonds,
appointing the fiscal agent or agents for said bonds, providing for the printing and delivery of
said bonds (and if said bonds are to be executed in the name of the City by the facsimile
signature of the City Comptroller, providing for the manual countersignature of a fiscal agent or
of a designated official of the City), the date, denominations, maturities and interest payment
dates, place or places of payment, and also including the consolidation with other issues, shall be
determined by the City Comptroller. It is hereby determined that it is to the financial advantage
of the City not to impose and collect from registered owners of such bonds any charges for
mailing, shipping and insuring bonds transferred or exchanged by the fiscal agent, and,
accordingly, pursuant to paragraph ¢ of Section 70.00 of the Local Finance Law, no such charges
shall be so collected by the fiscal agent. Such bonds shall contain substantially the recital of
validity clause provided for in Section 52.00 of the Local Finance Law and shall otherwise be in
such form and contain such recitals in addition to those required by Section 52.00 of the Local
Finance Law, as the City Comptroller shall determine.

Section 9. This ordinance shall constitute a statement of official intent for purposes of
Treasury Regulations Section 1.1290-2. Other than as specified in this ordinance, no monies are,
or are reasonably expected to be, reserved, allocated on a long term basis, or otherwise set aside
with respect to the permanent funding of the object or purpose described herein.

Section 10.  The validity of such bonds and bond anticipation notes may be contested only if:

1) Such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which said City is not
authorized to expend money, or
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2) The provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of publication of this
ordinance are not substantially complied with,

and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty days after
the date of such publication, or

3) Such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution.
Section 11.  This ordinance, which takes effect immediately, shall be published in full in the
Watertown Daily Times, the official newspaper, together with a notice of the City Clerk in
substantially the form provided in Section 81.00 of the Local Finance Law.

COUNCIL DISCUSSED THE FOLLOWING TOPICS:

Soldiers and Sailors Monument

Council Member Smith remarked that this is a hallmark of downtown and we should move ahead
with it.

Council Member Burns agreed.
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Council Member Smith asked what happened to the cannon and cannon balls that used to be
there.

Mr. Lumbis responded that he didn’t know.

Mr. Mix commented that other cannons were melted down for the metal during World War 11,
such as the one that used to be in Thompson Park.

Council Member Butler asked how long this would take and how many people would be used.
He also questioned if the bronze treatment needed to be done.

Mr. Lumbis explained that the project will take several weeks.
Mayor Graham remarked that it has to be an on going responsibility of the City.
Council Member Butler asked if there was going to be a fund for this.

Mr. Mills explained that if contributions came in and were earmarked for that, it would be used
for that.

Transmap Pavement Inventory Management System

Mr. Hayes answered questions posed by Council concerning this project. It was explained that
the cost is less than last time since the company would be in the county doing work. He
explained that there was $90,000 in the 2004-05, the cost was $65,000. This time, they are
offering the City a price of $13,500 for this fiscal year and $12,500 for next fiscal year.

Skateboarders

Council Member Macaluso advised that she received a phone call from a Green Street resident
complaining that there are mobs of kids skateboarding late at night. There will be 10-20 kids at
any one time. The caller also observed them on top of a structure inside the school’s track area.

Fire Chief
Council Member Smith asked about the status of this appointment.

Mrs. Corriveau advised that she would be more than glad to update the Council in Executive
Session.

Council Member Smith responded that he only wanted the status as there had been a certified list
of three names and wanted to know if we still had the list.

Mrs. Corriveau advised that they still have a list and interviews have been done.
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Council Member Smith asked if we are in the process of hiring someone, if we have a binding
list and the interviews have been done.

Mrs. Corriveau advised that she is still in the process.

Army Reserve Center

Council Member Smith commented that he noticed that staff has visited the reserve center. He
asked how this came about in terms of where the direction came from to look at the facility or
moving the police department there.

Mrs. Corriveau responded that no one talked about moving the police department out. It was
talked about looking at the building at Advantage Watertown meetings and at department head
meetings. The first tour was attended by Peter Keenan, Chief Goss and Ken Mix. Then
Advantage Watertown went to look at it. This tour was announced by Mayor Graham at a
Council meeting.

Council Member Smith asked what the purpose was for looking at it. He remarked that he was
trying to figure out where the police department discussion came from.

Mrs. Corriveau advised that she told the press that the Council hadn’t discussed it, only the staff
had. She commented that the contract with the county ends in 2015.

Council Member Smith remarked that he was confused.

Council Member Butler commented that it had been brought up, informally, at a work session.
He commented that, clearly there was miscommunication as it was construed as a Council
directive, which it wasn’t.

Mrs. Corriveau advised that looking at the reserve center was the same as was done when staff
looked at the naval facility, the social security building and the downtown post office. It was
looked at for re-use possibilities.

Mayor Graham commented that the issue of the police department after 2015 is a subject that he
has discussed over the years. He also commented that the police chief publically broached the
subject for the use of the reserve center. He remarked that he does think it is important to have
publicity and public awareness that the building is available.

Council Member Burns remarked that she only knows what she had seen in the media because
Council wasn’t included. The media portrayed it as a potential new home for the police
department. Council wasn’t privy to the tour, memos or discussion.

Mrs. Corriveau responded that Advantage Watertown has been talking about it and Council was
invited to attend.
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Council Member Smith remarked that while he appreciates what Advantage Watertown does,
Council is the body that sets the tone for the City, not Advantage Watertown. He questioned if
this had been an appropriate use of staff time.

Mrs. Corriveau advised that she felt it was important for staff to look at the building.
Council Member Macaluso stated that it had been discussed at a work session.

Mayor Graham responded that he agreed with Council Member Smith in that Advantage
Watertown does not set the tone for the City.

Mrs. Corriveau advised that she felt it was important for staff to look at the building.

Mayor Graham remarked that he agreed. He also commented that none of this could happen
without a zone change.
